
Night Sky Planet Watch 
Enjoy looking for planets in the night sky!

movements in the sky. They use these observations to tell time, navigate, 

and predict the weather. 

No Materials Needed.Binoculars or a telescope  
can help get a closer look at planets. However,  
they can be difficult to use with young children, 
We suggest focusing on what you can see with  
the naked eye. 
Note: This activity can be done in the morning just  
before sunrise, or in the evening after sunset. 
Choose a time that works best for you. 

Instructions: 

Go outside on a clear night and look up at the sky. Plan your timing so you 
can look for some of the planets in our Solar System! They appear as bright 
dots in the sky, but do not twinkle like stars. 

Step 1: Plan your timing.  
Go to www.timeanddate.com/astronomy/night/usa/fairbanks to see which 
planets will be visible. Make sure your location is set (e.g. Fairbanks, AK). 
Click on each planet to see when it will be visible in your location. Use the sky 
map to find where in the sky it is visible. 

Step 2: Go outside! Try to spot planets in night sky! Talk about what you see. 
Did anything surprise you? What would you like to know more about?
