Out-of-state tuition: The tui t ion charged by inst i tut ions to those s tudents who do not meet the inst i tut ion’s or state’s residency 
requirements. 

Part-time student (undergraduate): A student enrolled for fewer than 12 credits per semester or quarter, or fewer than 24 
contact hours a week each term.
