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3. Three faculty proposed by the student and approved by the Dean of General Studies will 
serve as the interdisciplinary minor committee. This committee will ensure that an 
appropriate and cohesive body of knowledge and skills is addressed in the planned minor, 
ensure that the interdisciplinary minor does not overlap with an existing minor, and 
discuss alternatives with the student as needed. This committee and the Dean of General 
Studies must approve the draft declaration of minor for it to become effective. 

4. Minimum credits required - 18 credits 

*Student must earn a grade ofC or better in each course. 

Relationship to the Purposes of the University: 

Creation of the interdisciplinary minor will allow the university to be responsive to demand. For 
example, sustainability, climate change, biotechnology, indigenous studies, or other developing 
emphasis areas could become minors initially through the interdisciplinary program, and, with 
sufficient demand, could be adopted as specific minors. 
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
